NMAPI development meeting

Minutes

In attendance: Alberto Colla, Elena Cuoco, Gary Hemming.

1. Use of NMAPI architecture with LIGO data.
A detailed discussion took place regarding whether it would be more efficient to (a) export the entire NMAPI framework, including Noise Monitors (NoEMi, WDF, etc.), directly to LIGO and let them use it, receiving upgrades provided by us; or (b) whether it would be better to run the Noise Monitors directly on the LIGO network, interrogating LIGO data and then transferring data to a database on the Virgo Cascina network. This would enable the possibility to interface NMAPI to different data sources, as well as NM.
ACTION #1: EC will propose the use of solution ‘b’ when in discussion with LIGO on Wednesday afternoon.

2. Use of database cluster for NMAPI.
A short discussion took place relating to the use of multi-threading in the interrogation of a cluster of databases, in order to speed up data retrieval times.
ACTION #2: It was decided to look at the idea of the cluster of MySQL databases and consequent multi-threading of MySQL to a dedicated meeting.

3. Insertion of VSR4 metadata.
ACTION #3: EC and AC will discuss the addition of any new required fields with Irene Fiori.


4. Auxiliary channel presence percentage calculation.
ACTION #4: AC will send the code required for the calculation of the percentage of auxiliary channels to GH.


5. LinesDB Steering Script formatting
ACTION #5: GH will continue with the work on the LinesDB Python steering script in order that channels found by the script when run are formatted in the same way as those in the Summary pages.
